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Are You Going Through the Motions?

Chances are most of you have never read the
book of Amos and if you have it was probably in
a through the Bible in one year kind of thing. So
even if you have read Amos, you might not have
understood or really got it. The Lord has drawn
me to the book of Amos at this point in my life
and it has really begun to challenge me and |
want to share what I’ve learned with you.

Here’s a brief recap of Amos. The nation of Is-
rael has continually sinned against God. Their
sin was to reject the covenant that God made
with them. They did this in numerous ways.
Two specifics were they had begun to worship
idols and they abused other people. God then
send the prophet Amos to pronounce judgement
on the nation of Israel.

When you get to chapters 4 and 5 of Amos you
find the prophet talking about their worship and
you learn an interesting truth about the nation of
Israel. They were going through the motions of
worshipping God. In fact they were doing even
more than what was required. They were re-
quired to bring a tithe every three years and the
people were bringing them every three days.
They were requiring of each other a voluntary
offering. In all the outward forms the nation of
Israel was truly worshipping God.

But in chapter 5, God gives the nation a stun-
ning command: “Seek Me that you may
live” (Amos 5:4b).

You see, even though Israel was doing all the
right stuff, their heart was not in the right place.
In fact, God goes even further to say that He
hated their worship. That’s a pretty strong
statement: God not only disliked what they
were doing but He actually hated their worship.
Why?

Worship should lead us to know and love God.
Israel was using worship, not to love God, but
to try to use Him to do what they wanted. They
were merely going through the motions of wor-
ship and it made God sick.

So, let me ask you this question: are you just
going through the motions of worship? Do you
simply sing the songs? Do you come to wor-
ship out of some sense of obligation? Do you
come to worship in order to escape hell? Or, do
you come to worship because you love God and
want to know Him deeper? Let me challenge
you to stop going through the motions of wor-
ship and truly worship the living and incredi-
ble God that we serve.
